“But those who desire
to be rich fall into
temptation and a snare,
and into many foolish
and harmful lusts which
drownmenindestruction
and perdition. For the
love of money is a
root of all kinds of evil,
for which some have
strayed from the faith
in their greediness and
pierced themselves
through many sorrows
... Command those who
are rich in this present
age not to be haughty,
nor to trust in uncertain
riches but in the living
God, who gives us richly
all things to enjoy. Let
them do good, that they
be rich in good works,
ready to give, willing
to share, storing up
for themselves a good
foundation for the time
to come, that they may
lay hold on eternal life”
(1 Timothy 6:9-10 & 17-
19).

For many people, money
and wealth is everything
in their life. For sure
money is important, but
it should never be the
priority in one’s life or
replace God. For this
reason, it is beneficial to
study this Epistle of St
Paul to Timothy, for in it,
he provides instructions
regarding how wealth
should be dealt with.
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WEALTH

and the results of those
longing for riches.

In these few verses, St
Paul writes concerning
three negative aspects
and three  positive
aspects regarding
money and riches.

The negative things are
as follows:

i. Money should
never be one’s lust

ii. Money should
never be one’s love

iii. Money should
never be reckoned upon

Money should never be
one’s lust:

“But those who desire
to be rich fall into
temptation and a snare,
and into many foolish
and harmful lusts which
drownmenindestruction
and perdition.”

Many people, regardless
oftheirfinancial situation,
are longing and craving
to be rich. Hence, riches
have become their lust,
and for sure, this lust for
money and materialism
will lead to other lusts.
For example, if one
longs to be rich, and
then acquires riches, he
may use his money to
satisfy his lusts.

Thus money has not
only become his lust but
also his temptation, for
he has replaced his love
for God with his love
for money, the spiritual
with the material, and
the unlimited with the
limited. The Ilust for

money also causes
one to be egocentric,
for they will have no
regard for helping and
serving others, but only
themselves.

Consider the heart — it
can never be satisfied
with any of the riches
of this world, because
even if one tried to put
the whole globe into
the heart, the triangular
corners of the heart will
still be left empty. For
this reason, there is only
one way to fill and satisfy
this triangular heart, and
that is by filling it with
the triune God. This is
not a sermon, but an
experience! If you love
the Lord, you will never
lust towards anything;
even money. Rather, this
money will become a
tool in your hand.

Worldly  riches  are
limited, but the riches
of the kingdom of

heaven is unlimited! For
this reason, the Lord
says to us: “..you say ‘I
am rich, have become
wealthy, and have need
of nothing’ — and you do
not know that you are
wretched, miserable,
poor, blind and naked
- | counsel you to buy
from Me gold refined in
the fire, that you may be
rich...” (Revelation 3:17-
18).

If you have the Lord
inside your hearts, you
will have an unlimited
richness, and unlimited
wealth that will never
decay, or decease, or
become corrupted, or

stolen, for it is the true
treasure — the treasure
of having the Lord
abiding in your heart.
By having the unlimited
treasure and wealth
within you, you will not
lust towards anything
else, because you
will be filled, satisfied,
happy, joyous. (At this
point, it is important to
differentiate =~ between
pleasure, happiness
and joy. Pleasure can be
perverted, and relates to
the senses. For example,
after pleasuring yourself,
you can feel guilty — it
is only a temporary
pleasure. Happiness is
external and relates to
the happenings around
you. For example, if you
have money and luxury,
you will feel happy, but
if you have no money
and no luxury, you may
feel miserable. But
joy comes from within
and is a fruit of the
Holy Spirit. Therefore,
whether you have much
riches or none at all, you
will feel joy because with
whatever limited amount
you have, you are adding
it to the unlimited riches
of the Lord).

Therefore my  dear
young people, please
keep this motto in your
life — to never consider
money your lust.

Money should never be
one’s love:

“For the love of money
is a root of all kinds of
evil, for which some
have strayed from the
faith in their greediness,
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and pierced themselves
through many sorrows”

Here St Paul is especially
advising those who have
money nottoloveit. Ifyou
have money, thank the
Lord for it, but don’t love
it, for the love of money
leads to many sorrows
and temptations. The
‘piercing’ that St Paul
mentions refers to sins.
For, this piercing, which
is caused by the love of
money, leads to spiritual
bleeding, which results
in spiritual death.

So please, my precious
people, don’t harbour
the love for money in
your heart.

Money should never be
reckoned upon:

“Command those who
are rich in this present
age not to be haughty,
nor to trust in uncertain
riches but in the living
God, who gives us richly
all things to enjoy”

Money is never
something to rely or
depend on, for it can be
here one day, and then
a catastrophe can cause
everything to be lost.
Remember the words of
Job who said that when
he reckons on gold and
money as his support,
then he denies the Lord
his God. Therefore, in

our life we must never
depend on money, but
rather depend on the
power and honesty and
faithfulness of God: “...
trust in...the living God,
who gives us richly all
things to enjoy.” We
cannotreckononmoney,
but we can reckon with
certainty on the riches
and faithfulness of the
Lord.

On the other hand, the
three positive things
which St Paul tells us
about are as follows:

i. Be satisfied

ii. Have good works
iii. Have eternity
within you

Be satisfied:

“For we brought nothing
into this world, and it
is certain we can carry
nothing out” (1 Timothy
6:7).

There is a saying in
Egypt; ‘A coffin has
no pockets’. When we
leave this world, we will
not take anything with
us. For this reason, we
should be satisfied with
everything we haveinlife.
This spirit of satisfaction
is so important and can
only come if you fill your
heart and life with the
Lord. For sure, you will
feel you have an infinite
treasure and support in

your life.

Our hearts resemble a
well in that regardless
how much water is
poured into it, it never
stays full. In like manner,
no amount of materialism
can satisfy the heart.
My dear friends, money
cannot give you life or
even extend your life for
a single day. Therefore,
be satisfied with what
you have. The Bible
mentions that a piece
of dry bread + peace, is
better than a house full
of delicacies + divisions.
My dear friends,
this is not a lecture,
but something to be
experienced! The Lord is
our infinite treasure; He
is our unlimited richness
here on earth, and there
in eternity.

Do good works:

“Let them do good, that
they be rich in good
works, ready to give,
willing to share, storing
up for themselves a
good foundation for the
time to come, that they
may lay hold on eternal
life”

You can utilise money
to do good works
and serve the church.
Wealthy people can
be a very important
blessing in the church
and in society. We are
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not against being rich,
but we are against those
who consider money
their lust and their love.
We must love God and
have Him as our number
one priority in life, and
if we have wealth, we
should thank the Lord
and be ready to use
this wealth to do good
works, serve humanity,
and the church.

Eternity:
*...lay hold on eternal

life”
But it is important to

lay hold on eternal
life  with complete
conviction. If you are

a good Christian, you
will lay hold on eternal
life and with certainty
you will depend on
God'’s faithfulness. Look
towards heaven and do
good works to all those
around you. Have this
infinite treasure inside
your heart and before
your eyes.

Let us pray always that
our beloved Lord helps
us not to harbour lust or
the love for money in our
hearts, or reckon uponiit,
but rather to be satisfied
with what we have, to do
good works at all times,
and to always lay hold
on eternal life, Amen.
