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The gospel reading of
today, not only tells us
about the great miracle
of how our beloved Lord
raised a person from the
dead - physically, but it
also symbolises how the
Lord raises us from the
dead - spiritually.

We can see in this beautiful
story, the involvement of 3
people, who correspond
to 3 interactions to result
in resurrection from the life
of sin and death:

1) the young man :
who symbolises us (the
people of the world)

2) the weeping
mother : who symbolises
the church who weep
for the spiritual death of

her children, and who
intercede to the Lord to
help

3) the beloved Lord
Jesus Christ : who is the
resurrection and the life
This miracle also reveals to
us many important points:
i. The Compassion
of our Lord Jesus Christ:

- He sees the widow
weeping, and He feels
her pain and gives her
comfort.

- Our beloved Lord
gives great concern and
care for the poor and
the neglected people of
society.

- Our beloved Lord is
the father of the fatherless,
and a defender and
comforter of all widows
(Psalm 68:5).
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JESUS RAISES THE SON OF THE
WIDOW OF NAIN

GOSPEL READING : LUKE 7:11-17

- “The Lord is
near to those who have a
broken heart” (Psalm 34)

= Concerning  this
story, St Cyril of Alexandria
said: “The one who died,
was the only son of the
woman who is a widow,
and so Jesus, who is the
only Son of a Virgin, meets
with the widow’s son.
This man who was dead,
meets Jesus who is the life
and resurrection” (Cyril of
Alexandria - Commentary
on Luke, Homily 36)

ii. This miracle shows
the power our Lord has
over death.

- And as St Cyril
of Alexandria said: “This
miracle of raising the
young man from the dead,
demonstrates that Jesus
is the fulfilment of the
Old Testament prophetic
hope” (Commentary on
Luke, Homily 36).

- Our beloved
Lord who is the life and
resurrection, meets the
young man at the tomb

- and there, the Lord
conquers death and
corruption.

- Our beloved Lord
touched the coffin and then
said “Young man, | say to
you, arise.”(Luke7:14)

o) He touched the
coffin with His own hand,
so we can learn that the
holy body of Christ is
given for the salvation of
the world.

o] He touched the
coffin as a sign that the
flesh of Christ has the
power to give life and
destroy death - because
it is the flesh of the Word,

who gives life to all.

o He spoke words to
show that His words are
spirit and life, as the Lord
mentions in the gospel of
John: “The words that |
speak to you are spirit and
they are life” (John 6:63)

B In  this  gospel
reading, the Lord is calling
all people to “Arise”.

o] Arise  from the
dead of your sins, so that
God can give you life

o] Arise  from the
burden of your lusts, so
that you can give your love
to God

o Arise, as the
Beloved tells his bride in
the Book of Songs: “Rise
up my love, my fair one,
and come away” ...” and
there | will give you my
love” (Songs 2:10 & 7:12)

iii. The Lord is giving
a special message to the
youth:

- He said: “Young
man, | say to you arise” ...

- Although the
message to ‘arise’ is for
everyone, the Lord is

making special reference
to the youth (symbolised
by the young man).

- Many times in our
youth, we are tempted by
many sinful things, and so
our Lord is saying to all the
youth:

o] “Arise from
temptation and sin, so that
God can give you a holy
life”

o “Arise from peer
pressure, so God will give
you good friends who will
build you up in a holy, pure

way

o “Arise from all evil
ways, so your future will be
blessed and successful”
- and as King Solomon
says: “And so find favour
and high esteem in the
sight of God and man”

(Proverbs 3:4)
o When our beloved
Lord gave the young

man life, he immediately
arose and sat up. This
symbolises that he rose
up out of a life of sin,
towards a life of holiness
and victory.

o] When the young
man rose up, he “began
to speak”. This is because
whenever Christ gives us
spiritual life, He opens our
lips in prayer and praise.

o And so, when
dead souls are risen up
to spiritual life, we must
glorify God and look upon
it as: “God has visited His
people.”

iv. It symbolises the
great role of St Mary and
the church in the life of a
repentant person

- When the womanis
weeping, our beloved Lord
is moved to compassion,
and so takes action, in the
same way that our Lord is
compassionate when the
holy mother of the church
St Mary, weeps for us and
intercedes for us.

- Like a loving parent
who weeps for the death
of her son, our mother
the church also weeps for
the spiritual death of her
children.

B Concerning  this
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gospel story, St Cyril of

Alexandria wrote: “She
who intercedes for all
people as a mother, is she
who weeps and suffers
with the spiritual grief of
nature when she sees her
children leading towards
death by mortal sins. We
are heart of her heart,

for there is a spiritual
heart that Paul says,
“Yes brother, let me have
joy from you in the Lord;
refresh my heart in the
Lord” (Philemon 20). We
are the heart of the church,
since we are members of
His body, of His flesh and
bones.” (Commentary on

In the hope of the
resurrection, we farewell
our beloved father, His
Eminence Metropolitan
Antonious Markos of
South  Africa (1936-
2025), commending his
pure soul to the embrace
of our fathers, Abraham,
Isaac, and Jacob. A
shepherd, evangelist,
and missionary, His
Eminence shaped the
Church’s outreach
mission for over 50
years and was a defining
figure in many dioceses
and parishes throughout
the diaspora.

Born 4  September
1936, he was brought
up in a God-fearing
family,  which  also
produced two revered
priests. As a young
man, he served first in
Sunday School, then
in a small rural village
outside Cairo, where
his heart was turned
towards spreading the
word of God.  After
graduating from the
Faculty of Medicine in
1959, he was drawn to
preach in Africa, and
at the direction of His
Holiness Pope Kyrillos
VI of blessed memory,
he departed for Addis
Ababain 1966toserve as
a lay preacher, following
in the footsteps of Saint

Paul as a “tentmaker
missionary,” using
his medical career to
support his missionary
work. He remained
in  Ethiopia until he
returned to Egypt in
1975 to take his vows as
a monk in the Monastery
of the Virgin Mary “El-
Baramous,” taking the
name Fr Antonious. On
the Feast of Pentecost

the following year, 13
June 1976, he was
ordained Bishop of

African Affairs at the
hand of His Holiness
Pope Shenouda Il of
blessed memory.

In his new role, he
established  churches
and monasteries in
Kenya, Zambia, Zaire,
Namibia, and South
Africaamong many other
countriesinsub-Saharan
Africa. He mastered
many European and
African languages, and
personally  translated
the liturgical texts of the
Church into local African
languages, embodying
the qift of the Holy
Spirit, who enabled
the Apostles to spread
the Word all over the
globe in all languages.
His years of practical
and charitable service
brought to the fore of his
mind the necessity of
expanding to a holistic
form of mission that
looked to develop the
whole person, rather
than adopting a purely
spiritual and pastoral
approach; tothisend, His

Eminence established
schools and training
institutes, clinics, and

hospitals to serve all
the needs of the flock.
As an active leader of

the Church in Africa,
His Eminence served
as Vice President of the
All Africa Conference of
Churches.

He took on pastoral
duties in the Diaspora
during Pope Shenouda’s
period of house arrest

between September
1981 and January 1985,
including  establishing
the first theological

college outside Egypt in
Sydney in 1982, as well
as advocating strongly
for His Holiness’ release
and organising an
International Day of
Prayer for the cause.

His Eminence
established the Church’s
curriculum in Missiology,
lecturing and teaching
courses on the subject

at various theological
colleges in Egypt and
abroad. In addition,
he devoted himself
regularly to leading
youth conferences in
the United States,
Canada, and
Australia, inspiring
many youth
to embark on
/ missionary service
under his personal

mentorship.  His
warmth and
paternal spirit

contributed
extensively to the
| pastoral ministry
# of the Church
in  Sydney and
Melbourne in the
1980s and 1990s.

He was elevated to the
rank of Metropolitan by
the hand of His Holiness
Pope Tawadros Il in
June 2019. Throughout
his life, His Eminence
laboured, toiled, and
served with sincerity,
dedication, and
commitment, bringing
the light of Christ and joy
of the Gospel to many
thousands of souls.
After fervently running
the race set before him,
shepherding the flock of
Christ faithfully for many
years, His Eminence
reposed in the Lord on
Saturday, 25 October
2025. A great loss to
the church militant,
now celebrated in the
church triumphant,
may we forever be the
beneficiaries of His
Eminence’s prayers on




our behalf at the Lord’s
heavenly banquet table.

The Copts and
their Christianity

By Dr. Aziz S Atteya

4 MONASTIC RULE

If the Copts lost their leadership in the
fifth century, we must go back in time for
a more enduring contribution to Christian
civilisation.

Parallel to the Catechetical School and the Oecumenical
Movement, 3 new and more stable instifution had evolved
which mmst be regarded as a purely Coptic gift to
Christendom . This is the monastic rule, which was
generated by Coptic piety amnd fhe image of Christ amd the
Apostles. Social and economic factors played a role as well,
since persecufion forced many to escape to the desert.
From its humble beginnings on the fringe of the desert,
monasticism grew to be a way of life and developed imto
cenobitic communities, which became fhe wonder of
Christian antiquity. With its introduction into Enrope, it
was destined to become the sole custodian of colture and
Chrisfian civilisation in the Dark Apes. However, like all
great inviitotions, Coptic monastic role was perfecied
through a number of long and evolutionary stages.

The founding of this way of life is generally ascribed fo 5t
Anthony (d_334), thongh organized flights to the wilderness
are kmown to have predated his retirement from the Nile
Valley. A certain Frontonins and seventy companisns
decided to reject the world and espoused a celibate hife in
fhe Nitrean desert durimg the reign of Antonius Pins
(d.161). Anthomy himzelf, while penetrating deeper and
deeper into the Eastern Desert, assuming that he was im
perfect solitude with the Lord, suddenly discovered 5t. Faul
fhe Hermit at the age of 113 years already long established
in that remote region.

Nevertheless, if we overlook these isolated instamces, we can
safely comsider that the first definable phase in fhe genesis
of momasticesm was fhe Antomian way of ife based on
solitnde, chastity, poverty, and fhe principle of torfuring
the body to save fhe sonl. How did all this begin? An
illiterate twenty-year-old Christian at the village of Coma
in the divirict of Heracleopolis in Middle Egypt, Anthony
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heard it said one day in church: "If you want to be perfect,
go, sell what yon have and give to the poor, and you will
have treasures im heaven ™ (Matt. 19:21) A fandamentalist,
be did just that and cressed the Nile for the desert solitude
where he spent eighty-five years of increasing ansterity and
asceficism. Though a solitary, be could not hide his light of
sanctity under a bushel, and when his fame had spread so
as to reach the imperial court, Constantine wrote asking
for his blessing. Even the great Athanasius spent twe years
with fthe Saint and composed his biopraphy. Others
followed this “athleta christi”™ fo the Bed Sea Mountains
and Eved around his cave fo seek his spirifual gnidance.
Thus fhe second phase in fhe evolution of the monastic rule
arose in what may be termed “collective eremiticizm ™
where setflements of solitaries sprang up around the person
of a saint, not merely for imitiation and orientation, but also
as a measure of self-defence in the arid desert. A disabled
anchorite in this divtant wilderness counld perish for lack of
food and water, if he were not observed by another
neighbourly solitary. Such setflements began to multiply in
other paris of the country. Besides Pispir in the Eastern
Desert, others arose in the Thebaid in Upper Egypt as well
as fhe Nitrean Valley in the desert to the west of the Delta
of the Nile.
Subsequently at Tabennesis, the fhird stage in fhe
development of cenobitic life was already taking shape
under the rule of 5¢ Pachomims (d 34§). Originally a pagan
legionary in fhe armies of Comstantine and Licinins, he was
exposed fo the goodness of Christian villagers during the
wanderings of his battalion. They came fo wash fhe
soldiers" feef and broke bread with them despite their
harsh tax levies. Captivated by their kindness fo their
oppressors, he decided, om his higuidation from the service,
to become a Christian. After kis bapfism he zealonsly
followed a hermit by the name of Falaemon for traiming in
the art of sanctity and self-torture. An educated man with
a background of military discipline, he soom perceived that
self-imflicted forture could not be the anly way to heaven
This signalled the incepéion of one of the greatest cenobific
docirines of all fime. The new Bule of 5¢. Fachomins
prescribed communal life in a cenobinm and repodiated
the principle of self-mortification. Instead, fhe brethren
should expend their potential in useful porsuits bofh
mannal and intellectual while preserving the monastic vow
of chastity, poverty, and obedience.
