Firstt: What are the
meanings of the word
“Wisdom”?

Wisdom is an important
and great word with
multiple meanings, as
follows:

1. Knowledge
Wisdom is compelling
oneself to acquire
knowledge. The most
important knowledge is
a person’s knowledge of
himself and of his earthly
and eternal life.

2. Rightness /
Soundness

Wisdom means compelling
oneself to acquire correct
knowledge that builds,
not false knowledge that
destroys.

3. Awareness
Intelligence

In order to be wise and to
learn sound, constructive
wisdom, one must be very
aware and very intelligent.
4. Experience and
Good Judgment

This comes after acquiring
experience, followed
by good judgment
concerning things, topics,
and even people.

5. The Ability to Make
Reasonable, Wise, and

and

Practical Decisions

When a wise person issues
decisions after sound
knowledge, conscious
and intelligent thinking,
experience, and good
judgment, those decisions
are reasonable, wise, and
practical, bringing positive
change to things, matters,
and people.

Second: What is wisdom
as described in the Book
of Proverbs of the Holy
Bible? Wisdom is:

1. Wisdom is the head,
and it is connected
to understanding and
knowledge.

“Wisdom is the principal
thing;thereforegetwisdom.
And in all your getting, get
understanding.” (Proverbs

4:7), “The wise store up
knowledge.” (Proverbs
10:14),

“The heartofthediscerning
acquires knowledge, and
the ear of the wise seeks

knowledge.” (Proverbs
18:15)
2. Wisdom is hard work

and thinking about the
future.
“Go to
sluggard!
ways and
(Proverbs 6:6)

3. Wisdom is to practice
justice, to go to church to
listen to wise teachings,
and not to show partiality.
“l walk in the way of
righteousness, in the
midst of the paths of
justice... Blessed is the
man who listens to me,
watching daily at my gates,
waiting at the posts of my
doors.” (Proverbs 8:20
& 34),“These things also
belong to the wise: It is
not good to show partiality
in judgment.” (Proverbs
24:23)

4. Wisdom is to practice
the seven sacraments
of the Church, because

the ant, you
Consider her
be wise.”

Wispom

the source of wisdom

is God, and we build
our relationship  with
God through the holy

sacraments of the Church.
“Wisdom has built her
house, she has hewn out
her seven pillars. She has
slaughtered her meat, she
has mixed her wine, she
has also set her table.”
(Proverbs 9:1-2)

5. Wisdom is to
learn prudence and
understanding, to speak
truth, to accept God’s
discipline, to return to
wisdom and consult her,
to form sound judgment,
to make every word of
your mouth truthful and
clear, to hate evil, and to
be humbile.

“O you simple ones, learn
prudence; and you fools,
be of understanding
heart. For my mouth will
speak truth; wickedness
is an abomination to
my lips... Receive my
instruction, and not silver,
and knowledge rather than
choice gold... Counsel is
mine, and sound wisdom;
| am understanding, |
have strength... All the
words of my mouth are
righteous; there is nothing
crooked or perverse in
them... The fear of the
Lord is to hate evil; pride
and arrogance and the
evil way and the perverse
mouth | hate.” (Proverbs
85, 7, 10, 14, 8-9, 13),
“When pride comes, then
comes shame; but with
the humble is wisdom.”
(Proverbs 11:2)

6. Wisdom is not exposing
yourself to temptations,
not committing vice easily
or acting foolishly, and
staying far away from the
snares of death.

“Can a man take fire to his
bosom, and his clothes
not be burned?” (Proverbs
6:27)
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“Doing evil is like sport
to a fool, but wisdom
is pleasure to a man of
understanding.” (Proverbs
10:23), “The law of the
wise is a fountain of life,
to turn one away from the
snares of death.” (Proverbs
13:14), “A wise man fears
and departs from evil,
but a fool rages and is
self-confident.” (Proverbs
14:16)
7.Wisdomisunderstanding
the person before you.
You must know that
there are different types
of people. The Book of
Proverbs mentions three
of them: the scoffer, the
wicked person, and the
wise person. “He who
corrects a scoffer gets
shame for himself, and
he who rebukes a wicked
man only harms himself.
Do not rebuke a scoffer,
lest he hate you; rebuke a
wise man, and he will love
you.” (Proverbs 9:7-8)

8. Wisdomis to be prudent,
to think about every word
before your lips speak, to
speak little, and never to
lie. “Wisdom is found on
the lips of him who has
understanding.” (Proverbs
10:13), “In the multitude
of words sin is not lacking,
but he who restrains his
lips is wise.” (Proverbs
10:19), “The tongue of lies
will be cut off.” (Proverbs
10:31)

9. Wisdom is to be prudent
and to choose the ear that
listens when offering wise
correction, for not every
ear accepts wise rebuke.
“Like an earring of gold
and an ornament of fine
gold is a wise rebuker to
a listening ear.” (Proverbs
25:12)

10. Wisdom is learning
discernment—knowing
when not to answer a
fool and when to answer
him. Some fools accept




nothing, neither anger nor

laughter.
“Do not answer a fool
according to his folly,

lest you also be like him.
Answer a fool according
to his folly, lest he be wise
in his own eyes.” (Proverbs
26:4-5) , “If a wise man
contends with a foolish
man, whether the fool
rages or laughs, there is
no peace.” (Proverbs 29:9)
Third: What are the
requirements of wisdom?
1. The most
important requirement of
wisdom is to accept God’s
commandments and carry
them out in your life.

“The wise in heart accept
commands, but a babbling
fool will come to ruin.”
(Proverbs 10:8)

2. A person must love
wisdom and freely choose
to be wise, understanding

the importance of
choosing wisdom—or not
choosing it.

“If you are wise, you are
wise for yourself; if you
scoff, you alone will bear
it.” (Proverbs 9:12)

3 A person must
make choosing wisdom
and pursuing it his first
priority.

“l love those who love me,
and those who seek me
early find me.” (Proverbs
8:17)

4. After making
the pursuit of wisdom a
priority, one must continue
to seek it, maintaining it as
a lasting relationship, like
that with a sister or close
relatives. “Say to wisdom,
‘You are my sister, and
call understanding your
relative.” (Proverbs 7:4)

5. One of the
requirements of wisdom
is to love knowledge from
truthful and trustworthy
sources, so that one may
fear the Lord.

“The fear of the Lord is the
beginning of knowledge,

but fools despise wisdom
and instruction.” (Proverbs
1:7)

6.Another requirement
of wisdom is not to love
ignorance, not to be a
scoffer, not to be foolish,
and not to be proud so
as to quarrel with others.
Rather, one should seek
counsel from the wise
in order to gain wisdom,
and one’s friends should
be wise. “How long, O
simple ones, will you love
being simple? How long
will scoffers delight in their
scoffing and fools hate

knowledge?”  (Proverbs
1:22), “By pride comes
nothing but strife, but

with the well-advised is
wisdom.” (Proverbs 13:10),
“Whoever listens to
counsel is wise.” (Proverbs
12:15), “Whoever walks
with the wise becomes
wise, but the companion
of fools will suffer harm.”
(Proverbs 13:20)

7. Wisdom requires
continuous and earnest
effort in seeking and
acquiring it.

“Blessed is the one who
finds wisdom, and the one
who gets understanding,
for the gain from her is
better than gain from silver
and her profit better than
gold.” (Proverbs 3:13-14)
8. One of the most
important  requirements
of wisdom is to listen
to those older than
you, especially to the
discipline of your father
and the teaching of your
mother. “Hear, my son,
your father’s instruction,
and do not forsake your
mother’s teaching, for they
are a graceful garland for
your head and pendants
for your neck.” (Proverbs
1:8-9)

9. Another essential
requirement of wisdom
is humility and the
acceptance of discipline,

whether from God or
from others. “Whoever
loves discipline loves

knowledge, but whoever
hates reproof is stupid.”
(Proverbs 12:1)

“A wise son hears his
father’s instruction, but a
scoffer does not listen to
rebuke.” (Proverbs 13:1),
“Poverty and disgrace
come to him who ignores
instruction, but whoever
heeds reproof is honored.”
(Proverbs 13:18)

10. A requirement
of wisdom is not to be
negligent, but to practice
discipline toward those
under your  authority.
“Whoever spares the rod
hates his son, but he who
loves him is diligent to
discipline him.” (Proverbs
13:24)

11. A requirement of
wisdom is to be courteous
and well-mannered in
dealing with others, and
to have pleasant speech—
sweetness of words.

“The fear of the Lord is
instruction in wisdom, and
humility comes before
honor.” (Proverbs 15:33),
“The wise of heart is called
discerning, and sweetness
of speech increases
learning.” (Proverbs 16:21)
12. Wisdom requires
that one conceal
knowledge and not
reveal it except at the
appropriate time and with
the appropriate person.

“A prudent man conceals
knowledge, but the heart
of fools proclaims folly.”
(Proverbs 12:23)

13. A requirement of
wisdom is not to oppose
earthly rulers—except
in matters of Orthodox
Christian faith.

“A  king’s wrath is a
messenger of death, and a
wise man will appease it.”
(Proverbs 16:14)

14. A requirement
of wisdom is to love
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understanding—to try to
comprehend  everything
calmly if possible—and to
avoid excessive speech.
“Wisdom rests in the
heart of one who has
understanding.” (Proverbs
14:33)

“Even a fool who keeps
silent is considered wise;
when he closes his lips,
he is deemed intelligent.”
(Proverbs 17:28)

15. A requirement of
wisdom is not to interfere
in matters that do not
concern you.

“Whoever meddles in a
quarrel not his own is like
one who takes a passing
dog by the ears.” (Proverbs
26:17)

16. Wisdom requires
fleeing from evil and from
evildoers.

“The prudent sees danger

and hides himself.”
(Proverbs 27:12)
17. A requirement of

wisdom is that the wise
person remain calm and
not be quick to anger, and
if anger arises, to dispel it
quickly.

“Wise men turn away
anger.” (Proverbs 29:8)

18. If you are in a
position of responsibility,
you must discipline the
scoffer so that the foolish
may become wise.

“When a scoffer s
punished, the simple
becomes wise; and when
a wise man is instructed,
he gains knowledge.”
(Proverbs 21:11)
Fourth: What are
sources of wisdom:
1. The First source
of wisdom: The One who
gives wisdom is God—
through His mouth, that
is, His Word—and through
our understanding of His
Word.

the

“For the LORD gives
wisdom; from His mouth
come knowledge and

understanding.” (Proverbs
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2:6)

2. The second
source of wisdom is
not only knowing and

understanding the Word
of God, but also knowing
God'’s ways in dealing with
human beings.

“The wisdom of the
prudent is to understand
his way, but the folly of
fools is deceit.” (Proverbs
14:8)

3. The third source of
wisdom is associating with
and befriending the wise.
“He who walks with wise
men will be wise, but the
companion of fools will
suffer harm.” (Proverbs
13:20)

Fifth: What are the fruits of
wisdom?

1. A person who
finds wisdom will find true
spiritual life and will obtain
the Lord’s favor.

“For whoever finds me
finds life, and obtains favor
from the Lord.” (Proverbs
8:35)

2. A person who
seeks to acquire wisdom
will  possess a wise
mind that protects him;
understanding will guard
him and deliver him from
the way of evil and from
the man who speaks lies.

“When wisdom enters
your heart, and knowledge
is pleasant to your soul,
discretion will preserve
you; understanding will
keep you, to deliver
you from the way of
evil, from the man who
speaks perverse things.”
(Proverbs 2:10-12)

3. A beautiful fruit
of wisdom for the wise
person is that his days
are multiplied and God
increases the years of his
life.

“For by me your days will
be multiplied, and years of
life will be added to you.”
(Proverbs 9:11)

4, The words of a wise
person are like medicine
that heals diseases; his
speech is healing to those
who hear him.

“The tongue of the wise is
health.” (Proverbs 12:18)

5s The words of a
wise person protect him
from error.

“The lips of the wise
preserve them.” (Proverbs
14:3)

6. The words of a wise
person impart wisdom to
others.

“The lips of the wise
disperse knowledge.”
(Proverbs 15:7)

7. The words of a
wise person are deep, not
superficial; they are like a
flowing river that refreshes
others and brings them
joy.

“The words of a man’s
mouth are deep waters;
the wellspring of wisdom is
a flowing brook.” (Proverbs
18:4)

8. Therefore, a wise
person wins the souls of
others.

“He who wins souls is
wise.” (Proverbs 11:30)

9. A wise person
loves his own soul and will
find good.

“He who gets wisdom
loves his own soul; he who
keeps understanding will
find good.” (Proverbs 19:8)
10. Blessing is found
in the house of a wise
person.

“There is desirable
treasure, and oil in the
dwelling of the wise.”
(Proverbs 21:20)

1. The strength of
a wise person is greater
than the strength of mighty
warriors.

“A wise man scales the city
of the mighty.” (Proverbs

21:22)
12. A wise person
lives in honor and is
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strengthened with spiritual
power.

“A wise man is strong,
yes, a man of knowledge
increases strength.”
(Proverbs 24:5)

Sixth:  What are
blessings of wisdom?
1. One of the
blessings of wisdom for
a wise person is that it
makes him dwell in safety
and rest from the fear of
evil:

“But whoever listens to me
will dwell safely, and will
be at ease, without fear of
evil.” (Proverbs 1:33)

2. Another blessings
of wisdom for a wise
person is that it causes
him to inherit glory:

“The wise shall inherit
glory.” (Proverbs 3:35)

3. Also the blessings
of wisdom for a wise
person is that it delivers
him from trials, hardships,
and even persecutions:
“But he who walks in
wisdom will be delivered.”
(Proverbs 28:26)

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Missionary Enterprise 1

A by-product of historic
significance to the monastic
movement among the Copts
was their early missionary
endeavour. All  the
aforementioned renowned
names who spent years of
their lives in the monasteries
of Nitrea and the Thebaid
must be regarded as
unchartered ambassadors
and missionaries of that
Coptic Christianity which

they had  experienced
among Coptic religious
leaders. Meanwhile, the
Copts themselves, at

least in the first four or five
centuries of our era, proved
to be extremely active in
the spreading of the faith
beyond their frontiers in
practically every direction.

It is not inconceivable
that Coptic relations with
North Africa, notably with
Cyrenaica or the Pentapolis,
took place with the
introduction of Christianity.
In  his Vvisitations from
Alexandria, St. Mark must
have been accompanied
to the Pentapolis by
Alexandrine helpers.
Educationally, the natives
of the Pentapolis looked
toward Egypt. Synesius of
Cyrene (ca. 370-414), bishop
of Ptolemais, received his
instruction at Alexandria
in both the Catechetical
School and the Museion,
and he entertained a
great deal of reverence
and affection for Hypatia,
the last of the pagan
Neoplatonists, whose
classes he had attended.
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THE CorrS — AND THEIR CHRISTIANITY

Synesius was raised to the
episcopate by Theophilus,
patriarch of Alexandria, in
410. Since the Council of
Nicea in 325, Cyrenaica
had been recognized as
an ecclesiastical province
of the See of Alexandria, in
accordance with the ruling
of the Nicaean Fathers.
The patriarch of the
Coptic Church to
this day includes
the Pentapolis in his title
as an area within his
jurisdiction. It is doubtful,
however, whether Coptic
influence extended further
west in North Africa, where
Carthage and Rome held
greater sway.

The area where Egyptian
Christianity had its most
direct impact was probably
in the upper valley of
the Nile, by the southern
gate of Egypt at Syene
(modern  Aswan). The
ancient  Egyptians  had
known those parts since
the eighteenth dynasty,
some fifteen hundred years
before Christ, and their
magnificent temples and
monuments are spread all
over Nubia. Two factors
helped in the steady flow
of Christian missionaries
south of Syene. First, the
persecutions gave the initial
incentive to Christians to
flee from their oppressors
to the oases of the Western
Desert and beyond the
first cataract into Nubia.
Secondly, the rise of ascetic
monasticism furnished the
new religion with pious
emigrants who penetrated
the southern regions as
soldiers of Christ. Recent
archaeological excavations
in the lower Sudan prove
that Christianity had struck
root in those distant regions
by the fourth century. In the
fifth century, good relations
are recorded between
the monastic order of the
great St. Shenute whose
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monasteries still stand at
Suhag and the Nubian and
Baga tribes of the south. At
the beginning of the sixth
century, there was a certain
Bishop Theodore of Philae,
apparently a  Christian
substitute to the Isis high
priesthood established on
that island from Roman
times. In the same century,
Justinian (483-565) issued a
command that all the pagan
tribes on the periphery
of the Byzantine empire
should be converted to
Christianity. The imperial
order accelerated a
process already taking
place in Nubia, though,
as a consequence, the
monophysite Copts had
to combat both paganism
and the Chalcedonian
profession of faith at the
same time. It would appear
that the Coptic victory
was complete by 559, and
through the sympathy and
connivance of Empress
Theodora, and in defiance
of court injunctions, a
monophysite bishop,
Longinus, was consecrated
for the See of Napata,
capital of the Nubian
kingdom. The ancient
temples were progressively
transformed into Christian
churches including the
temple of Dandur (now at the
Metropolitan Museum of Art
in New York City) and new
churches were constructed.
Furthermore, monasticism
was introduced among
the Nubians, who founded
numerous monasteries on
the edge of the valley. The
most outstanding example
is that of St. Simeon (Anba
Hidra), which stood at a
short distance across the
Nile from modern Aswan.
Though raided by Saladin's
Islamic armies in the year
1172, its imposing ruins
are still a testimony to
architectural, artistic, and
spiritual solidity.

Even more romantic
than the conversion of
the Nubian kingdom to
Christianity in late antiquity
was that of the more distant
and isolated kingdom of
Abyssinia. According to an
apocryphal tradition, the
Ethiopian court at Axum
had long been acquainted
with monotheism. The story
of the journey of the Queen
of Sheba to the court of
King Solomon in the tenth
century BC, their marriage,
and the subsequent birth of
Menelik | of Ethiopia, though
probably legendary, has
given the Ethiopian monarch
the title "Lion of Judah".
Menelik's visit to his father
in Jerusalem, and his return
with the Ark of Covenant,
said to be enshrined in the
cathedral of Axum, belongs
to the same tale. The next
contact with monotheism
occurred when the eunuch
in the service of "Candace,
Queen of the Ethiopians,"
encountered the Apostle
Philip on his return from
Jerusalem by way of Gaza.
Here, however, the Nubian
queen is confused with the
Ethiopian. Historic evidence
shows that Ethiopia
remained pagan until the
fourth century A. D. when
the authentic evangelisation
of the kingdom took place.

Two brothers, Frumentius
and Aedesius, residents
of Tyre but originally from
Alexandria, boarded a
trading ship going to India
and were shipwrecked on
the Red Sea coast near the
shores of Erythria. They
were picked up by men
of the Ethiopian monarch,
probably King Ella Amida,
who took them into his
service. Aedesius became
his cup-bearer, and
Frumentius his secretary
and tutor to the young crown
prince, Aeizanas (Ezana), to
whom he doubtless gave a
Christian education.
